How does one become a citizen of the United States?

· Citizenship by subjectship. For this kind of citizenship, you owe allegiance to both a king or other ruler and a nation. Example: England

B. What rights, duties and obligations does an American citizenship entail?

Citizens are obligated to obey the law, pay taxes and serve in the armed forces and the government is obligated to provide physical safety, public services and protection of property.

The right to vote.

The right to a fair trial.

The right to bear arms.

Freedom of religion.

Freedom of speech.

Freedom of the press.

These freedoms further promote the well being of all citizens.

Requirement #2

A. What is the concept of national interest?

Security interests are usually a nation’s most basic interests.

A country’s level of concern about its security depends on how it views other countries.

Some countries depend on their relationships with other countries to remain neutral and only have a civil defense force. While others that fear the attack of a neighboring country would have a larger better equipped force.

To maintain domestic security, we must law and order within our borders.

B. Explain how a country’s security, economy and values relate to its national interest?

Economic interests are based on the health of its economy, which varies according to the nations resources and how they are produced, distributed and consumed. A nations economic interests are affected by the events and conditions in other nations or regions.

This is one of the reasons why the United States sends in military forces to keep the peace in the Middle East. So that the flow of oil will not be interrupted again as it was when Suddam Hussain invaded Kuwait destroying their oil wells.

National values are based on a country’s traditional beliefs, culture, religion and historical experiences. Americans for example believe that lasting peace is possible only when a government acts with the consent of the governed, allows its citizens to express themselves freely, and has its power clearly limited by law. Every citizen has a role in the shaping of those solutions.

Requirement #3

A. How has communication and transportation changed relationships between countries.

By understanding their development, we can make better guesses about the future of international relations. Satellite communications can improve television, telephone and radio transmissions. This can allow for better relationships between countries of the world by spreading technology, information and research throughout the world. Like the invention of the world wide web.

B. How are changing national interests, democratic values and global economic partnerships affected by the relationships between countries.

Because smaller countries which were less developed years ago begin to progress towards becoming democratic societies, countries such as the United States have to establish new relations with them. Each country has a different set of circumstances which require agreements be made with them.

They may be a neighboring country to one who may be hostile. So a country like ours may want to establish relations such that we may establish a military presence to keep a watchful eye on the other country. This benefits both the new country which doesn’t have the resources to establish this type of defense and benefits us in our interest of peace. Another situation exists with our neighbor to the south, Mexico. The NAFTA Treaty was written to encourage the development of factories and industries in Mexico so as to establish an economy which would then be able to afford to buy other products and services which our country could provide. Thereby also decreasing the need for the people of Mexico coming into our country to seek better paying jobs and living conditions.

Requirement #4

A. Tell how geography, natural resources and climate of a country affect its economy.

The geography of a country may limit the way in which a country is able to ship goods to other countries. For instance, a country which has no waterways to the sea would have to rely on trains and trucks to ship goods.

A country which has access to the oceans or lakes may develop businesses in shipping or fishing or recreation use to attract tourists.

The climate a country has may affect the type of crops which it can grow. The growing season depends on its climate.

The natural resources a country has can determine if the country is prosperous. Like those in the Middle East which have oil which brings a good price on the global market.

Requirement #5

A. Explain international law and how it differs from national law. What role does international law perform in the international system? Describe how international law can be used as a tool for a conflict resolution.

International Law deals with the rules generally observed and regarded as binding in the relations between nations.

National Law is the law in which a country deals with problems within its borders.

International Law identifies how a country will deal with nuclear threats, destruction of the environment, terrorism, trade imbalances, famine and disease control. Countries will not jeopardize their relationship with the United States if they know how we will deal with a particular conflict.

B. Select 2 global issues and explain how they have been affected by international agreements and treaties.

1. Environmentalism

Countries all over the world have made numerous treaties over the years to better protect our ecosystem. To address specific problems with wildlife, air, water, forests, energy, soil and minerals.

2. Communications

Nations around the world have all participated in compiling a set of standards to be used in the communications industry. The International Telecommunications Union (ITU) enforces rules for international telecommunications and allocates radio frequencies.

1. The United Nations

Established after World War II. Promotes international peace and security and to achieve cooperation in solving and to achieve international problems. 178 nations are members.

2. The Red Cross

Established in 1864 at the Geneva Convention. Its purpose is to provide for the care of the wounded, sick and homeless in wartime and also during and after natural disasters. National societies of the Red Cross relate to each other and coordinate their activities through the League of Red Cross Societies and the International Committee of the Red Cross.
